	CA-VA Real-time Interface Test
· Validations are being conducted in the silver environment.
· Charles reported he has only gone through the transmission layer, has no finalized XML, not finished going through the data dictionary for this layer the XML does not have all the necessary items.
· Charles still waiting on Finalized XML and walkthrough of data dictionary.
· Jorge will just request streaming data today.
· During testing per Sarika a mockup was used.
· VLER must be able to decode and submit to VIERS.
· No field validation necessary just encoding and decoding.
· We are test connectivity at the application level, while VRM TI focuses on other web services thru the VA.
· Jorge conducted connectivity test online during the call.
· The submit message request feature was validated against the scheme.
· Nothing can be officially validated while use a mock scheme for testing.
· We can only validate request made from the VSO to VLER. 
· Sarika preformed mock testing on one of each kind of message.
· VRM TI team can confirm VLER DAS is working.
· Charles agreed field level validation testing can wait until the data dictionary is complete.
· Charles reported he is happy with the network connectivity testing results. After testing he is confident that he can communicate to the machine and submit.
· Charles is missing Feedback on testing Transmission, Submission, and Form 3 layers.

	Interface & Data Dictionary Development Update
· Concerning the EFSS issues Geetha has provided the scheme values and Geetha will be walking through the data dictionary.
· Review the data dictionary specifically the 526 , 2122 additions to the data dictionary, EVSS sample data format tab has be added to the innovations website located in the scheme value file data section.
· Geetha walked through the EFSS tab , and 3 wrapper IDs
· Denny B. has the 3 digit POW codes; Denny will share with the other VSOs and submit to the D2D PMO team.
· On the 526EZ Charles commented he did not see the POW codes, they are not on the access D.
· On the innovations site the inventory file displays dates of updates made.
· ISD forms are on the innovation website per Geetha.
· The latest update to the fields and website were made on 1.9.14.
· The submission processes is not complete until you finish all forms. 
· A submission ID is required to review claims. 
· The submission is complete once veteran hits submit, a submission ID is then generated this ID can never be used again.
· Multiple submissions can be attached to one submission ID.
· The transmission ID will have a unique ID for each operation.
· VLER DAS has a layer for each request made; the only ID accepted will be the transmission ID.
· When VSO receives a responds check the request ID option.
· To receive a response from VLER claim needs a request ID.
· To receive sender info, a sender code will be required.
· Design documentation explains the XML data fields to the development code.
· To resubmit a claim u need a request ID.?
· VLER gateway requires a request ID which will be sent back in a request response, this is the process VLER uses to identify who they are communicating to.
· Each VSO should register with VLER to receive an IP address.
· Currently VLER has implanted services.
· Each VSO will have the respond service by establishing an IP address with VLER DAS. VLER ready to test this when VSO is ready.
· VLER has the URL, however it is not live.
· Geetha posted V1 .07 version VLER gateway inbound IDC on the innovations website.
